If behaviour continues:

Consider discussing behaviour with student – see the Guidelines for Dealing with Disruptive Behaviour – or speak to Subject Coordinator or Sub Dean for further advice.


If the behaviour is continuing to cause serious disruption and could be the result of a serious health condition, it should be reported to a Designated Staff Member under the UOW Student Health Assessment and Leave Policy for investigation by the Student Health Assessment Panel.
