Justification of Funding Requested from the ARC

Personnel
A stipend is requested to support a PhD student who will develop the new non-linear hydrodynamic model under the primary supervision of CI Smith. The development of a new non-linear wave model to study wave refraction and diffraction, subject to a given bottom topography and Oscillating Water Column (OWC) device, is a suitable project for a PhD student as this will lay a solid foundation for his/her research capability, beyond undergraduate training. At the end of this training process, the student will gain a deep understanding of hydrodynamics and become an expert in numerical simulation of coastal hydrodynamics. 
Funding is requested for a Research Associate (RA) for the second major research area, i.e. the OWC, turbine and control system modelling and optimization, Aims 1 and 2. The RA will require a portfolio of research skills in order to carry out a number of different responsibilities, including laboratory experimental work, CFD/numerical modelling of the near-field wave hydrodynamics and the aerodynamics of the turbine system. The development of the overall numerical model of the energy capture and conversion efficiency of the OWC and reflector wall system requires the coupling of the two parts of the project. The CIs believe that the scope and level of the overall project is ideal for a capable and well-motivated PhD student and Research Associate. 
Teaching Relief 
CIs X and Y have full teaching loads in alternate sessions which significantly impede joint fieldwork and research initiatives. As is consistently evident in interdisciplinary land use and management research, it is essential for investigators from different disciplines to collaborate in fieldwork and data analysis to foster collaborative learning and maximise the benefits of field and data interpretation from different perspectives. The different timing of weed flowering (a key discriminating trait for remote sensing) overlaps with teaching. This makes it imperative for CIs X and Y to have offset periods of teaching relief in Years 2 and 3 to allow joint preparation, fieldwork, and subsequent data management at times essential to the project. 
Preparation will include finalisation of regional and local study areas and preparation and preliminary analysis of the remote sensing and property data for those areas. It will also include preparation and field testing of equipment such as the QStartz, and planning the details of vegetation sampling, management mapping, and ethnographic fieldwork and ensuring that these tools and methods are integrated such that the research aims can be effectively met once in the field. This preparation is critical to the success of the fieldwork for which we also require teaching relief and on which the project depends. 
In the field we will be undertaking vegetation sampling, recording and checking key sites for image analysis, and working with landowners and managers on mapping and interviews. Once we return, teaching relief will enable us to immediately store and manage the diverse data sources from fieldwork and commence analysis.

Travel
Conference attendance is an important aspect of research results dissemination and research student training. Thus, one Cl will attend the 26th International Conference on X in San Diego in Year I and the 18th International X Conference in Year 2. Both the RA and the PhD will attend X and Y conferences in Year 3 to present the results of their research work. Total costs are $XXXX (airfare: $XXX; accommodation /meals per conference attendee: $XXX). 
Field Research
Year 1
Travel is an essential aspect of this project and the individual fieldwork programs will be staged throughout the project. In the first half of year 1 an intensive program of fieldwork will be conducted along the southern NSW coastline as this has the logistical advantage of allowing us to fully develop the GPR and other methodological aspects of the project and ensure maximum quality of the GPR images. This work will build upon our ongoing research in this region that has been undertaken as background preparation for this proposed program of research. In the second half of the year, the first stages of the Concongella (Vic) and Limestone Coast (SA) fieldwork programs will be undertaken.
In year 1 funds are requested for accommodation and meals (camping ground cabins @ $160/night in total for 4 people and $40 per person/day for meals on a self-catering basis; total cost $4,480) during fieldwork (14 days) in southern NSW. Fieldwork in Concongella (7 days for 4 people, total cost $2,240 for accommodation and meals), and Kingston, SA (8 days for 3 people, total cost $2,240 for accommodation and meals) will involve GPR transects and preliminary sample collection for dating and sedimentary analyses. This is in view of the iterative nature of the work in terms of integrating the geochronological results with the subsurface GPR images. We will utilise UOW vehicles to travel to the NSW field sites at 66c/km ($792/1200 km), which covers the cost of fuel. For the fieldwork in Concongella a station wagon will be hired from Melbourne Airport (Avis online quote $139/day including insurance: accessed xx/x/xxxx). From previous experience $600 will be required for fuel during the 10-day period of fieldwork in Concongella and $350 for fuel in the SA field component. Return economy airfares for CI Smith, CI Jones and the RA will be required (Sydney/Melbourne: $305 per person (total $915); Qantas Economy FlexiSaver Fare accessed xx/x/xxxx). A suitable vessel will be required to access some of the barrier island features along the Limestone Coast and boat hire (offshore surveyed, ½ cabin, aluminium boat; $500/day, University of X Zoology quote and skipper hire; $40/hr x 8 hr day to a total $4,100 for 5 days; quote accessed xx/x/xxxx).
The first stage of the fieldwork examining the beach ridge plains of the Limestone Coast of southern SA will be undertaken in the second half of year 1, overseen by CI X. GPR transects and sampling for dating will be undertaken across beach ridge plains from contrasting landscape settings (e.g. open ocean and more protected embayments) to elucidate the records of coastal sediment accumulation preserved within the beach ridge successions. Sediment volumes within individual ridges will be determined through surveying (RTK-GPS) and spatial analysis. Sites include a small, 1 km wide beach ridge plain with high beach ridges near Kingston, facing the open ocean and wider beach ridge plains at Guichen (4 km) and Rivoli Bays (2 km) that preserve up to 80 ridges that are more subdued in form and in places show variability in height of beach ridges. The PhD student will work on the Kingston and Rivoli Bay ridge sequences while CI X completes further work on the Guichen Bay succession.
Return economy airfares are requested for three personnel (CI X, RA and PhD student) from Sydney/Adelaide (Qantas $360/person, total $1,080). A hire car (station wagon) from Adelaide Airport will be used to drive to Robe, the mid-point of the three field areas (Guichen Bay, Rivoli Bay and Kingston  region; costing $1,712). Funds are requested for accommodation (camping ground cabins @$160/night for 8 nights) and meals ($40/per person/day) at Robe during fieldwork (total cost $2,240). These expenditure items will also be required for years 2 and 3 of the project.
Year 2
In year 2 the Concongella work will continue (14 days), overseen by CIs X, Y and PI Z, and GPR transects will be completed, as well as strategic samples collected for dating from specific beach ridges identified in the GPR profiles processed in 2017. This fieldwork will greatly benefit from PI Z’s detailed experience having applied these techniques to beach ridge successions in Japan. A small boat will again be required to access some of the barrier islands along the Concongella coast and boat hire (offshore surveyed, ½ cabin, aluminium boat; $500/day for 5 days (total $2,500), and skipper hire; $40/hr x 8 hr =$320/day (total $1,600) to an overall total $4,100 for 5 days; (University of X Zoology quote x/x/xxxx). 
Fieldwork in NSW in year 2 will involve additional GPR transects and sampling materials for dating based on critical sites identified from the GPR profiles processed in year 1. Specific field sites will include Moruya (Bengello Beach), Seven Mile Beach, Callala and Wonboyn in southern NSW, and 7 days of fieldwork are anticipated and costed on the same basis as in year 1 in terms of vehicle usage, meals and accommodation. Funds to cover accommodation and meals as costed for year 1, will be required for four people for 14 days for the fieldwork in the Concongella region (total cost $4,480), and a further brief reconnaissance is scheduled in SA, as in year 1 (total cost $3,952), because of the need for assessment of sediment component analysis of a wide range of environments of deposition.
Year 3
In year 3 the proposed research will involve the completion of an overview of coastal sediment budgets based on the integration of the geochronological and geospatial data sets. This will inform the final strategic sampling in the study areas in Victoria and South Australia.
Fieldwork in year 3 will involve finalising aspects of the dating, GPR profiling and topographic surveying in Concongella, Vic, and the Limestone Coast, SA. It is anticipated that the Concongella trip will be approximately 7 days and will mainly involve GPR, surveying and collection of supplementary samples for dating. The fieldwork in SA will involve 6 day’s fieldwork and the costing is pro-rata of the amounts indicated above (travel, meals and accommodation). Deeper drilling will not be required in the latter field campaign as the beach ridge plain succession rests on indurated and calcreted Pleistocene sediment.
Equipment 
ARC support is requested to purchase a single seat, perpetual license for the fluid flow visualisation and analysis software package DigiFlow, and a high-end PC for image capture and processing. The acquisition of Digiflow is essential for quantitative processing of CCD camera digital movies of free surface flows and Particle Tracking Velocimetry (PTV) experiments in the wave flume. The normal cost of a perpetual license is $7,600; however, CI Y is eligible for a 33% discount as a Diglmage user ($5,092 requested). UOW has recently purchased a new Uniq UP900 progressive line scan CCD camera; however, a Dell Precision 490 Desktop ($5,220) with 256MB PCIe Nvidia Quadro FX3450 graphics card and 3x 250GB HOD (essential for real-time image archiving) and R3 Roadrunner Frame Grabber card ($1,650) are required for image processing and will be dedicated to the Digiflow visualisation/image analysis system. 
Maintenance
Support of $3,000 is requested for materials for the laboratory experiments in year 1 and $1,500 in years 2 and 3. This funding is required specifically for purchase of pressure sensors to upgrade the scale model of the turbine and 2D OWC system and a new servo motor/control system to enhance wave paddle performance; without these items the progress of the RA will be hindered. 
Other
We request funding to support the costs of publication, in particular the cost of drafting complex illustrations of the interpreted subsurface facies architecture and reproducing colour illustrations in print copies of journal articles, which, based on our prior experience, will total $4,000 per year. This cost is based on a range of recent experiences that include having illustrations prepared by an independent cartographer for our research publications and recently published book ($110 per illustration); colour figures in the journal of X (at USD$1,750 per paper), and Open Access payment of AUD $3,000 through the X Society, New York. We are committed to circulating the results of our research as widely as possible and the sum requested will also help defray the costs of Open Access page charges. 
Funds are requested to assist in advertising and recruiting the RA position ($3,000) online and in relevant publications.
Conference registration of $1,400 is requested for all personnel in years 1-3.
Participant expenses of $20/hour for 50 hours each year ($1,000) is requested to compensate participants for their time and facilitate progress.

Equipment
The PhD student’s research is very much computationally oriented and thus the UOW School of X will provide $3,000 towards the purchase of a high-end PC in Year 1 dedicated to development of the DRBEM hydrodynamic numerical analysis. 
Maintenance
UOW will provide CFD (computational fluid dynamics) software CFX for use by the Research Associate at a cost of approximately $2,500 p.a. in Years 1, 2 and 3. 
Travel
The Faculty/School of xyz at UOW will provide in-kind travel for the PhD, RA and CIs to and from UOW to the laboratory (10km from main campus) 3 visits/wk, 20km return $0.61/km 40 wks = $1,464 pa). 
The Faculty/School of xyz at UOW will also provide $11,000 for half the cost of conference attendances by the CIs, RA and PhD detailed in the budget. 
The UOT will provide $2,000 towards the cost of travel for PI Z to attend UOW to conduct analyses and discuss the progress of the project with the research team.

GENERAL RESEARCH ASSISTANCE RATE


Rate 1:  Perform straight forward, basic manual tasks eg. photocopying, shelving books, filing etc. This also replaces the student rate.


Rate 2:  Perform straightforward tasks with clearly defined procedures. Relatively simple problem solving involved. Samples include word processing, office and laboratory 
assistance, mail opening etc.


The actual rate selected will depend upon the level of expertise and qualifications required for tasks.


Rate 5:  Perform tasks which require broad technical knowledge and experience at a more advanced level, including the development of areas of specialist expertise. A 
degree or equivalent is a requirement. In professional positions, apply theoretical knowledge in a straightforward way. In administrative positions, provide interpretation, 
advice and decisions on rules and entitlements. Samples include very experienced administrative/research/technical assistants, technical and professional officers, 
programmers and recently qualified librarians.


Rate 6:  Perform tasks guided by policy, professional standards and expertise. A degree plus relevant experience is a requirement. Discretion to design, develop and test 
complex equipment, systems and procedures; undertake planning; exercise high level diagnostic skills, analysis and reporting. Samples include 
administrative/professional/senior technical officers, analyst/programmers, experienced research assistants and librarians.


Rate 3:  Perform tasks which have some complexity and require more experience. Relevant qualification is required. Exercise of judgement is within standard practices and 
procedures. May supervise others. Samples include administrative assistants, technical assistants in a laboratory, computer operators and library 
assistants/technicians.


Rate 4:  Perform tasks which have limited creative planning/design functions. A post trades qualification or associate diploma is a requirement. Proficiency is required in 
rules, regulations, processes and procedures. May supervise or coordinate others. Samples include leading hands and advanced tradespersons, junior computer 
operators, technical officers and more experienced administrative/library assistants.
