Important things to remember when submitting an 
Honorary Award nomination
· Do not tell the person you are nominating. We do not want to unduly raise expectations as the process is very competitive.

· All deliberations of the Honorary Awards Committee are confidential. We cannot share with you the basis for a nomination being unsuccessful, but we are happy to work with you to help you review and improve the nomination.

· Nominations are accepted all year round. However, calls for nominations will take place periodically and have a cut-off date in order to meet meeting agenda deadlines. If you miss the cut-off, the nomination will be submitted to the next Committee meeting considering that particular type of nomination (the following year).

· University Fellow, Honorary Doctorate and Emeritus Professorship Nominations will be considered by the Honorary Awards Pre-Ranking Panel on 25 September 2023. 
· The Honorary Awards Committee will consider nominations at it’s meeting to be held on 10 October 2023. 
· Nominations must be submitted with all required information no later than Friday 25 August 2023.

· If the nomination is successful, we will only advise you once the nominee has accepted the honorary award.

· If the nomination is successful, we use the information provided in the nomination to prepare a citation, outlining the achievements and career of the nominee. If there is anything in the nomination that should not be used in a citation, please advise. The University’s Privacy Policy can be found at www.uow.edu.au/about/privacy.
