Risk Group summary
Risk Group 1 (RG1): Low individual and low community risk. A microorganism or material containing microorganisms that are unlikely to cause human, plant, insect or animal disease, disrupt a region or an industry.
Risk Group 2 (RG2): Moderate individual risk, limited community risk. A microorganism, or material containing microorganisms, that can cause human, plant, insect or animal disease. These microorganisms are unlikely to be a significant risk to laboratory workers or the environment, and exposure may cause infection, but effective treatment and preventive measures are available, and the risk of spread is limited.
Risk group 2 (Low risk) – Microorganisms or material containing microorganisms defined as above that will be used in small volumes, low concentrations, produces minimal aerosols and / or is commonly used.
Risk group 2 (high risk) – Microorganisms or material containing microorganisms defined as above that will be used in large volumes, high concentrations, produce significant aerosols and / or is an emerging biohazard. Examples include untreated wastewater, sewerage or contaminated soil and unaged compost. 
Risk Group 3 (RG3): High individual risk, limited/moderate community risk. A microorganism, or material containing microorganisms, that usually causes serious human, plant, insect or animal disease and may present a serious risk to laboratory workers but may only present a moderate risk of spreading amongst a community.
